Much of the route follows cycle ways built along old railway lines, including the famous Tarka Trail, Granite
Way and the Plym Valley Trail. With almost half the route following traffic free paths, the route is a great
opportunity to gather your practice together, dust off your bikes and join us for a moderately challenging
ride.

To participate, we are asking that you try to raise as much as you can (plus a £25 per person non
refundable deposit). We also ask that you pay for any expenses during the trip such as accommodation
and food.

This ride is an excellent opportunity to get your practice team together, whether you join us for 1 day or 3,
it's a great chance to get fit and have fun whilst making a real difference to the lives of people in
disadvantaged communities across the world.

With the money raised from this ride, Dentaid will be able to continue empowering and supporting millions
of people who, without your help, would continue to suffer the agonising pain of tooth decay and disease
with no hope of relief.
